The patient comes in today for a recheck of her gallbladder because I could not see the gallbladder when she was seen on 07/04/24. Today, I do see a few tiny stones and gravel in the gallbladder. Her symptoms are much better, but she still has symptoms after she eats. This can happen after oatmeal or coffee or any food that has fatty food in it.

Colonoscopy in 2023 showed no diverticulosis and no diverticulitis. Plan is to send her for a CT of the abdomen because “she really wants to,” to rule out any other problems and then send her for a GI to do an EGD. We are working on the CT today and then Bobby, our colonoscopy man, will set up EGD for her and take it from there. She does have Bentyl when she has the pain and Nexium 40 mg once a day and there is no need to stock the Cipro. This was discussed with the patient over and over and over again today.
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
