The patient presents with history of a sore on his right scrotum for the past two days, some tenderness without pain and change in size.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Recently, diagnosed with manic depressive mood disorder, placed on Abilify and trazodone and followed by Tri-County.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Male Genitalia: Soft tissue swelling noted to the right lateral scrotum without evidence of fluctuance or inflammation or tenderness. No evidence of testicular mass or inflammation or epididymitis infection. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Cyst right scrotum without evidence of fluctuance or infection and also history of manic depressive disorder apparent from medications.
PLAN: The patient was to be treated with Bactrim and doxycycline empirically for possibility of developing abscess. Advised to follow up with PCP next week; goes to Legacy Clinic in Houston. Also, to continue regular followups at Tri-County for psychiatric disorder.
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
