CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of continued cough for the past two weeks, intermittent fever, not clearing, recently had been taking amoxicillin, finished several days ago without improvement, and had a negative home COVID test a few days ago.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in no acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without wheezing or rales. Breath sounds otherwise within normal limits. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had chest x-ray performed which revealed a spotty scattered infiltrate right lower lobe and right inferior perihilar area.
IMPRESSION: Pulmonary infiltrate with pneumonia.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for azithromycin and cefdinir to take orally for 10 days with followup in one week for repeat chest x-ray to confirm clearing. Advised to follow up with pediatrician as needed and if worsens.
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
