Mr. Moore was visited today at 12703 Southwest Freeway in Houston, Texas. He is no longer at his resident on ARP Street because of the recent hurricane in Houston.

The patient is quite debilitated. He is very confused. He is currently on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia. He is no longer oriented to person, place, or time. He is not eating. The caretaker tells me that he is now staying in bed 24-hours a day. He is sleeping about 16 to 18 hours a day. His condition may have worsened because of the terrible hurricane that he endured about a week to 10 days ago here in Houston, Texas. He also suffers from hypertensive heart disease and COPD. He is no longer walking and has age-related debility. Overall, prognosis quite poor. He also has a history of asthma. He requires 2 liters of oxygen at all times with 2 liters of O2 saturation 98%, and pulse is 100. His weight loss is unavoidable so he is back to his bed bound. He also suffers from cor pulmonale with pedal edema, and symptoms of pulmonary hypertension, anxiety, sundowner syndrome, FAST score of 7C, MAC is 26.5 now. He continues to be ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent with decreased mentation. No longer oriented to person, place, or time. He is hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live.
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
