She is a 95-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia. Her daughter tells me that she has had a terrible time with sleeping. She has had increased anxiety it all started after her Hurricane hit Houston about a week or so ago. She has end-stage dementia. She screams in her sleep. She appears to have psychological disturbances and psychotic behavior. She also has a history of hypertensive heart disease, heart failure, and type II diabetes but she is no longer taking any medication for her blood sugars since her blood sugar is stable with the weight loss. The patient is now staying in bed about 12 to 16 hours a day. The patient lives with her daughter Sheryl who tells her that mother is doing quite poorly after what happened in Houston with Hurricane. She also has atrial fibrillation, congestive heart failure, pedal edema, protein-calorie malnutrition, weakness, and overall debilitation. The patient has not been able to use a walker because it has been too hard or she has been too confused. She has a high risk of fall. She is sleeping now 16 to 18 hours a day. She is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinence. She also has severe neuropathy. KPS score is 40%. The patient is also refusing her medication now and family is trying to keep her comfortable as possible for the next few weeks to months that she has.
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
