Mrs. Montgomery is a 69-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure, atrial fibrillation, stage IIIB kidney failure, volume overload, anemia, and renal disease. Anemia related to her renal disease. The patient has increased weakness. She is homebound. She is not able to drive. She has a son that sees about her and takes care of her needs. The patient appears to be short of breath with speaking and not even walking. The patient says that she is not staying in bed or just in her chair. Most of her time her weight down about 3 pounds, O2 saturation 88% with room air. She has oxygen in place, which bring at 2 liters brings it to around 90-91. The patient is confused at times. Her confusing is multifactorial related to her dementia as well as what appears to be related to her hypoperfusion. Again, her weight loss is unavoidable. The patient suffers from cardiac cachexia. She is tolerating her reduction in prednisone because she was on high dose of prednisone for a long time. She also suffers from orthopnea and PND. She uses nitroglycerin p.r.n. for pain. The patient has a KPS score of 30% with FAST score of 70. Overall, prognosis remains poor.
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
