Dear Dr. Jinu:
This is a followup for Mrs. Leiter with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in January.  She uses a cane.  No fall.  Dentures are very loose, compromising her eating.  Hard of hearing.  Chronic tremor of the head.  Frequent diarrhea, incontinent of stools and urine.  Stable edema.  Other review of systems done being negative 
Medications:  I will highlight medications Norvasc, Lasix, hydralazine, HCTZ, and beta-blockers.
Physical Exam:  Weight is stable.  Blood pressure 167/83.  Obesity.  JVD.  Memory issues.  Repeat blood pressure 142/60 on the right.  No pericardial rub.  No pulmonary edema.  Large legs, some edema.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries reviewed.  Creatinine 1.94 still within her range.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV for the most part stable.  No symptoms.  No indication for dialysis.  There have been no abnormalities on potassium.  Some degree of alkalosis from diuretics.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  No indication for EPO treatment.

2. Diastolic type congestive heart failure, clinically stable.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
