Dear Dr. Moutsatson:
This is a followup for Mrs. Dangeler with CKD, hypertension, and small Kidneys.  Last visit in March.  Hard of hearing.  Uses a walker.  No falls.  Sleeps in a recliner.  Has not required any oxygen.  Extensive review of systems being done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Vitamin D125, Lasix, HCTZ, nitrates, amiodarone, and no anticoagulation.
Physical Exam:  Weight 166 pounds.  Blood pressure 149/69.  Lungs are clear.  Systolic murmur.  No pericardial rub.  Follows Dr. Mohan, new echo in the future.  No ascites or tenderness.  2+ edema, nonfocal.
Labs:  Results reviewed.  Creatinine 2.48 stable.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV.  No evidence of progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.

2. Present electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus as well as anemia stable.  Stable of platelets.  Continue same vitamin D125.  Decrease potassium pills from two to one a day.  Continue salt restriction.  Chemistries in a regular basis.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
