Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mr. Williams with chronic kidney disease and kidney stones.  Last visit December.  Comes accompanied with wife.  No hospital visits.  Concerned about in the morning very poor urinary flow.  However, no infection, cloudiness, blood, or abdominal or back pain.  No fever.  To see urologist from Saginaw. PSA 1.8 baseline.  I did an extensive review system being negative.

Medications:  Only blood pressure medicine metoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Today, blood pressure 118/88 by nurse and weight is stable.  He has a pacemaker.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No ascites, tenderness, or masses.  No edema or focal deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries reviewed, creatinine 1.8 is baseline.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Continue present blood pressure medications.  There was no need to change diet for potassium.  Present acid base and volume status is stable.  Nutrition, calcium and phosphorus no need for binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
