Dear Nisha:

This is a followup for Mr. Zuker he goes by Joe with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, and hypertension.  Last visit in January.  No hospital admission.  I did an extensive review of systems being negative.  He follows with urology Dr. Mills, an isolated high PSA repeat back to normal.  No invasive procedures.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Losartan, bicarbonate, diabetes and cholesterol.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable.  Blood pressure by nurse 125/90.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites, tenderness, or masses.  No edema or focal neurological deficit.  Normal speech.

Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 2.5 slowly progressive overtime representing a GFR of 26.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV slowly progressive; however, no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis and there is no indication for dialysis.  Present electrolytes and acid base stable.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Mild anemia, does not require EPO treatment.  All stable.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
