Mr. Blythe is a 49-year-old gentleman who has been certified for hospice today. He suffers from endstage COPD, O2 dependency, right-sided heart failure, anxiety, air hunger, and weight loss. The patient has dyspnea with speaking and minimal activity.

He now spends majority of his time in bed, about 16 to 18 hours, KPS is at 40%. quite disabled. He has very little appetite. He has lost weight, continues to lose weight, has protein-calorie malnutrition and severe muscle wasting. He is total ADL dependent. He also has bowel and bladder incontinence.

He lives with his wife Fanchon who is his primary caregiver. The patient continues to deteriorate as far as his COPD is concerned, his O2 dependency and his use of nebulizer treatment every three to four hours to keep him as comfortable as possible, remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
