This is an 80-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of COPD. The patient is awake and alert. Jeanne has a history of hypertension, obesity, vertigo, and sleep apnea. The patient used to have a CPAP, no longer has the CPAP. She has a nebulizer to help her with her breathing. She states that she has been feeling very tired. She cannot move too much when she does do things around the house; even getting up from the couch to the chair, she becomes very short of breath. She has a history of smoking in the past, but is not smoking currently. She has decreased appetite. KPS score is at 40% because she is no longer able to take care of herself. Her heart rate is 110. Her O2 sat is 89% at room air, but it goes down to 85 with activity and just walking.

We would like to provide her with oxygen at home, continue with neb treatments as well as albuterol that she uses on regular basis. The patient continues to show decline as far as her end-stage COPD is concerned.
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
