This is a 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with end-stage COPD, hypertension, diabetes, history of gout and sleep apnea. The patient has right-sided heart failure evident by lower extremity edema as well as pulmonary hypertension.
The patient has a KPS score of 50%. He uses his CPAP at night. His appetite has been stable. His weight has been stable. Continues to have lower extremity edema despite being on diuretics related to his right-sided heart failure, pulmonary hypertension, and cor pulmonale. The patient complains of leg pain, back pain, neuropathy type pain related to his diabetes. His blood sugars are in 160 to 170 range. He does wear adult diapers and requires help the ADL. KPS score once again is at 50%. He uses his nebulizer around the clock at least four times a day; this helps with both air hunger and anxiety. Overall prognosis remains poor for Michael given his COPD, sleep apnea, and pulmonary hypertension at this time.
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
