Ms. Robinson is a 79-year-old woman with history of inoperable brain tumor. The patient continues to lose weight. I do not have a current weight on her, but she looks quite skinny with severe muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient continues to have headache and neck pain and requires pain medication to control her symptoms.
The patient recently had increase in her seizure medication that had helped her seizure; nevertheless, she has been told not to take a bath by herself or get in a situation where seizures can be deadly. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable. Continues to deteriorate as far as her brain tumor is concerned. The patient’s brain tumor was noted to be inoperable and not a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy.
The patient continues to meet the criteria for hospice care. She has a provider and neighbors that see about her needs. KPS score of 40% since she is no longer able to care for herself. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for this woman.
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
