Ms. Kersh is a 79-year-old woman with end-stage dementia. The patient is bedbound, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. Contractures about the lower extremities. Lower extremity edema because of protein-calorie malnutrition and lack of albumin, which causes her chronic edema.
She has a stage I decubitus ulcer on her sacrum because of protein-calorie malnutrition. The stage I decubitus is non-healing. The patient does not have a PEG tube, but has issues with chronic aspiration, eats very little, has childlike appetite and again weight loss. The patient is total ADL dependant, has a KPS score of 40% since she is no longer able to care for herself. The patient is found to be more confused, has issues with sundowner’s syndrome along with severe muscle wasting, bowel and bladder incontinence and temporal wasting. Her KPS score is 40%, meets the criteria for end-stage dementia at the current state.
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
