This is a 71-year-old woman currently on hospice with end-stage COPD, hypoxemia, and tachycardia.

She is no longer able to care for herself. She has a KPS score of 40%. She also suffers from anxiety, increased shortness of breath, cirrhosis of the liver, hypertension and atrial fibrillation.
Ms. Cerf is totally and completely ADL dependent, has bowel and bladder incontinence and she uses oxygen, which was at night, now during the day as well because her shortness of breath is increasing. Her end-stage COPD has caused pulmonary hypertension, cor pulmonale, right-sided heart failure, mild edema of the lower extremity along with her atrial fibrillation, which is causing a decrease in her cardiac output about 5 to 10%. Her confusion puts her at a FAST score of 7C and she continues to decline as far as her end-stage COPD is concerned.
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
