The patient is a 53-year-old woman on hospice with COPD. The patient has shortness of breath, requires oxygen at 2 L. No longer able to care for herself, which puts her at a KPS score of 40%. Her MAC was reported at 41. She has had weight loss per caretaker, but is now sleeping more and more staying in bed 12 to 16 hours a day, does not want to get out of bed. She has also decreased cognition related to her COPD and hypoxemia.

She has severe physical debilitation, shortness of breath. Her other issues include CVA with left-sided weakness, chronic pain, history of sleep apnea, and gastroesophageal reflux. The patient is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent, any type of increased activity causes her to become very short of breath. The patient remains bedbound.
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
