His parkinsonism also causes protein-calorie malnutrition because of decreased weight. He is no longer able to live by himself, requires around the clock care. KPS score is 40%. FAST score of 7A. He has generalized weakness. He is no longer able to ambulate pretty much because of shuffling gait, which has definitely gotten worse, he is a high risk of fall. He continues to have tremors despite treatment with medication, which had to be reduced because of the side effects. Continues to lose weight and with history of bowel and bladder incontinence.
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
