This is a 79-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of COPD, hypertension, chronic heart failure both systolic and diastolic, chronic kidney disease stage IIIA, and atherosclerotic heart disease. This is a very confused 79-year-old gentleman with a KPS score of 40% with decreased mentation, losing weight with evidence of cardiac cachexia. The caretaker was able to maintain his appetite by encouraging him to eat, but she tells me that that no longer works. He has severe muscle wasting. His O2 is 90% with continuous oxygen flow at 2 L. Heart rate is at 110. His dementia is definitely worse with decreased mentation. KPS score is 40% with history of tobacco abuse in the past. He also suffers from COPD and CHF as well. The patient has been on appetite stimulants in the past, but has not worked for the patient. Overall prognosis remains poor and continues to deteriorate as far as his end-stage COPD is concerned.
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
