Maria Watkins was seen for followup in the recent past.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSIS: Graves’ disease with thyroid dysfunction.

On this visit, there were no major changes. Although, she has been losing weight in the more recent past. There were no other major symptoms suggestive of hyperthyroidism.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 114/58, weight 146 pounds, and BMI is 24. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Repeat thyroid function tests: Free T4 1.5 elevated, free T3 4.1 upper range of normal, and TSH is less than 0.01.

IMPRESSION: Hyperthyroidism now with biochemical hypothyroxinemia.

Methimazole 5 mg three times a day has been started and she is advised to return for followup in one month.
