CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient complained of numbness and tingling of the upper and lower extremities.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband stating that she has numbness and tingling of the hands and fingers especially in the nighttime and she has recommended chemotherapy for ovarian cancer. Since then she has neuropathy. The patient’s blood sugar readings in the past were unremarkable.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
