CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for left knee pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient’s x-rays of the left knee showed minimal fluid in the knee joint and there is no fracture. Now the patient stated that the pain is less, but it is still present and the pain level now is 4 or 5, but still has pain upon climbing up and down the stairs.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, frequent falls, or open wounds.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness. Left knee examination reveals minimal tenderness of the knee joint anteriorly and knee flexion is painful at 70 degrees. Weightbearing is slightly painful.
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
