CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of both ear pain, sinus type headache and burning urination.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that it was started after burning urination few days ago and it is still continuing. The patient is Uber driver sometimes he does not drink water in time. He has not noticed any blood in the urine.

The patient is also complaining of both ear pain that started three or four days ago and now he started having sinus headache and pressure. The patient feels tired.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear discharge, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gastritis, otherwise unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None recently.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He has stopped smoking. The patient has no history of alcohol use or substance abuse. He is Uber driver now.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals sinus type headache and tympanic membranes are dull without any discharge. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or bruit or strider.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any pedal edema or calf tenderness. There is no suprapubic tenderness.
