HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mother presents the patient with left ear pain, noticed as a cotton ball that was stuck in his left ear. He did go swimming yesterday with a cotton ball in. She tried to remove it, but she could not get all of it and then child complains of continued pain. No decreased hearing noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress. Alert and oriented x 3.
EENT: Reveals left ear white obstruction. The rest of the exam is within normal limits.

NECK: Supple without thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds noted.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash and lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Left ear obstruction foreign body.

PLAN: Plan is to remove, attempted with curette, unsuccessful. Ear flush noted success with removal of unknown white cotton or paper object. The patient stated he felt relief and instant no pain. Upon inspection of the ear canal, no breaks in the TM and mild erythema noted in the ear canal. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
