FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

A 72-year-old black gentleman with history of congestive heart failure endstage requiring hospice care at home. He also has a history of COPD and PVD. He is a smoker. He has a history of unstable angina, myocardial infarction and recurrent TIAs. He has a right below-the-knee amputation, severe weight loss, muscle wasting, decreased appetite, requires help of the caregiver at all times with a KPS score of 40%. He requires O2. His O2 sat in the mid 80s without oxygen, with oxygen it gets up to about 90s because of his smoking. He is also tachycardic. His care was discussed with Bruce who is his primary caregiver who tells me that he is now having increased bouts of confusion, severe back pain secondary to his severe kyphosis. He is bowel and bladder incontinent, wears adult diapers, requires help with all ADLs and is total ADL dependent especially with his right below-the-knee amputation. His condition has continued to worsen and remains quite appropriate for hospice at this time. He has most likely less than six months or less to live.
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
