PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 187 pounds; her weight is down 5 pounds with the help of semaglutide. O2 sat 98%. Respirations 16. Pulse 57. Blood pressure 143/81.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion. A 2 cm sebaceous cyst behind the right ear.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

PROCEDURE: After consent was obtained, the cyst was removed without any difficulty. The patient tolerated the procedure well.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Removal of sebaceous cyst.

2. Diet and exercise.

3. Continue with semaglutide.

4. She is on B12 supplementation status post gastric sleeve.

5. Blood work is up-to-date.
