Presently, she is taking hydralazine, verapamil, Plavix, Lipitor, and anti-phosphorus agent. The patient feels restless and irritable.

PAST PSYCH HISTORY: Outpatient history and inpatient history. I know her for at least 35 years. The patient used to work for Blue Cross / Blue Shield, presently on retirement. Presently, she lives with niece who is schoolteacher, her daughter and she has fallen off. It is becoming difficult for her.
