This is a 75-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure systolic class IV New York Heart Association, diabetes, post-COVID deconditioning, CVA, hypertension, acute kidney failure, urinary tract infection recurrent, muscle weakness and low back pain. The patient currently requires help of other people to be able to survive. She has a KPS score of 40%. She has ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient lives with her son Eric who is considered her primary caregiver. Other issues and problems noted today are the fact that she is having more shortness of breath, she has orthopnea and PND. She has mild edema of the lower extremities related to her heart failure. She also has had history of TIAs which continued to be a problem. She is no longer able to move from wheelchair to bed, she requires help. She also has had decreased appetite, muscle wasting even though her weight is the same because of her fluid retention. She definitely has temporal muscle wasting and lower extremity muscle wasting both related to her congestive heart failure and the renal failure. The cause of weakness is multifactorial related to her anemia related to renal insufficiency as well as her decreased cardiac output related to congestive heart failure. Overall prognosis remains quite poor from Ms. Graves.
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
