This is an 81-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of CHF American Heart Association class IV with shortness of breath at rest, also hypertension, chronic pain, hypothyroidism, O2 dependency COPD; and history of myocardial infarction. He lives with 2 liters of O2 at all times. His O2 saturation is about 90% on 2 liters. He also has a history of liver disease, cryptogenic cirrhosis, and passive congestion of the liver, cannot rule out ascites. He has a history of colon cancer, which was decided not to treat, which could be contributing to his ascites as well. The patient has a history of metastatic liver cancer, which was noted on his previous CT, but the patient refused to have any further treatment chemoradiation and/or even a PET scan. Because of his shortness of breath, he is ADL dependent, has a KPS score of 40%, bowel and bladder incontinent and staying more in bed about 16 to 18 hours a day. Overall, prognosis remains poor for this gentleman.
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
