He has history renal insufficiency, anemia, and severe weakness. He also suffers from anxiety and adjustment disorder. He is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent as I said, total and completely bed bound. The patient has lower extremity edema related to his heart failure and history of diabetic neuropathy with peripheral vascular disease. He also has hyperlipidemia, BPH, atrial fibrillation, and issues with insomnia. The patient has shown deterioration as far as his breathing is concerned and has bouts of increased shortness of breath, which remedies with his albuterol and his nitroglycerin.
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
