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This is a 66-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of mesothelioma. He tells me that he is losing weight. His wife says he is not eating very much. His pain is increasing and he likes increased pain medication. He also has issues with anxiety. He needs increased medication for pain. Initially, he had lost 10 pounds, continues to lose weight because of his end-stage mesothelioma. He is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy at this time. He has protein-calorie malnutrition, hypoxemia, requires 3 liters of oxygen to keep his oxygen level around 88 to 90. His seizure is better controlled now with Keppra. He has decreased appetite, issues with bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependence. The patient is also spending more time in bed about 14 to 16 hours and has a hard time moving. Overall, prognosis remains grave.
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
