HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 61-year-old gentleman from Pasadena, single, has two teenage daughters. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He lives in a group home with history of hypertension, coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass graft, CHF compensated on current medication.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: COPD, CHF and coronary artery disease.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He had vein retrieved from the right leg for his CABG.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: Atorvastatin 40 mg once a day, Entresto 24 mg/26 mg twice a day, Lasix 20 mg once a day, and lisinopril 10 mg once a day.
COVID IMMUNIZATION: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Both mother and father died of cancer.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion. Does not wear oxygen.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was found to be in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 98%. Pulse 58. Respirations 18. Blood pressure 120/70.

NECK: Shows slight JVD, but no lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No gallops.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi, but no rales.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities show trace edema.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Here, we have a 61-year-old gentleman with history of hypertension, CHF compensated, coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass graft, doing well on his current medication, not having any issues or problems with chest pain, shortness of breath, cardiac cachexia or any other symptoms. He appears stable on the current medication with good O2 saturation, minimal edema, minimal JVD in his neck.
2. Hypertension, controlled.

3. Status post CABG.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. Overall prognosis is stable for this gentleman for now.
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
