PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 34 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Respirations 22. Non-tachycardic and non-septic.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media.

2. Pharyngitis.

3. Strep is negative. Nevertheless, we are going to treat her with Amoxil. She has tolerated the Amoxil before.

4. There was a small lesion on the right ear consistent with molluscum. She has had molluscum in the past and it is resolving. Mother and I discussed this and no other treatment is necessary at this time.
