The patient is seen today for followup of MVA. He continues to complain of lower back pain without change, without benefit from medication. The patient has completed course of physical therapy, he states, without benefit. He continues to complain of pain in his neck, increased with hyperextension of neck without pain at rest. He states it is 7/10 hurts with movement. He states that he continues with low back pain increased when he is standing, describes as severe 10/10, subsiding to 7/10 with slow ambulation, relieved by sitting and reclining. He states that Robaxin is making him drowsy, so he stopped taking it. The gabapentin has been helping. As stated before, MRI done on 05/24/24 shows multiple abnormalities; please see reports for more detailed explanation, evidence of bilateral neural foramen compromise at C3-C4, C4-C5 and C6-C7. Lumbar spine broad-based right and left herniation identified with effacement of ventral thecal sac, mild to moderate central canal stenosis and bilateral neural foramen compromise L5-S1, right and left paracentral herniation of disc with effacement of ventral thecal sac with mild central canal stenosis.
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
