The patient here with fungal infection, right forearm, reported by mother. She states it was there a month ago, was treated with antifungal agent with some improvement, but has reoccurred in the past several days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has a history of childhood leukemia, treated for the past four years at MD Anderson, just completing treatment last chemotherapy, to follow up there on Tuesday.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits except right proximal forearm, there is noted to be an oval lesion measuring approximately 6 cm with active border with inflammation and slight elevation of tissues within an active border. Neuropsychological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Apparent tinea corporis by history, with history of childhood leukemia treated, in resolution.
PLAN: Because of apparent tinea infection, the patient was given Lamisil AT to use regularly. Follow up with regular doctors at MD Anderson on Tuesday with further evaluation as needed.
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
