Thank you for referring Ms. Michelle Coleman for Infectious Disease followup regarding her MRSA infection of her cranial flap.
As you know, the patient was treated for cerebral aneurysm in Aruba with excellent results, but developed infection in the front of parietal area with MRSA, was started on intravenous antibiotics while in Aruba. She was seen briefly at Jersey City Medical Center and discharged on oral clindamycin to which the organism was sensitive.
I am happy to report that the patient’s blood sugar is under control, neurological status appears to be improving and her wound is well healed. She denies any fever, headache, or neck pain. The wound is clean and dry. There is no pus. She continues to take her clindamycin faithfully. However, she does complain of vaginal yeast infection.
The patient is scheduled to complete two more months of the clindamycin orally. She will be sent for routine labs including sed rate, C-reactive protein as well as hemoglobin A1c. The patient has been given additional prescription for Diflucan 150 mg to take once a week as needed for yeast infection.

Results of tests will be forwarded to your attention.
