Mrs. Johnson is an 88-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes over 20 years ago around 2000. She also had a history of hypothyroidism, two strokes with residual right-sided weakness, chronic kidney disease, breast cancer status post left mastectomy and lung cancer not desiring any radiation or chemotherapy treatment. She also has a history of seizure disorder, which was treated by a blockage of the circle of Willis in 2023. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 13.6%. For her diabetes, she is on glipizide 5 mg once daily and Toujeo 27 units twice a day. For breakfast, she usually eats cereals which would be Chihiros or she has oatmeal or cream of wheat sometime she will yogurt and fruit. She is not really eating lunch and for dinner she usually has a protein and potato.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 13.6%. We will adjust her diabetic regimen and place heron Soliqua 30 units in the morning and adjust the Toujeo to 15 units each evening so therefore she will take the Soliqua 30 units in the morning and Toujeo 15 units in the evening. I will also increase her glipizide to 5 mg twice a day and recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her hypothyroidism, we will continue levothyroxine 125 mcg daily.

3. For her chronic kidney disease, we will order a comprehensive metabolic panel.

4. For her coronary artery disease, she has a history of two strokes.

5. Continue followup with primary care provider.
