Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, we are going to adjust his diabetic regimen and place him on Soliqua 20 units once daily and NovoLog take as needed 2 units for every 50 mg/dL glucose greater than 150 and we will add metformin extended release 500 mg once daily.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, check a lipid panel.

4. For his BPH, continue followup with primary care provider Dr. _____.
