Mrs. Tanner is a 79-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of her parathyroid gland and history of hyperparathyroidism. She has a history of osteoporosis, postherpetic neuralgia, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, asthma, and constipation. The patient states that she uses a grain free diet. Denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She denies any bone pain. She denies any abdominal pain. She denies any changes in her mentation. She denies any numbness or tingling in her extremities.

Plan:

1. For her primary hyperparathyroidism, we will check a current PTH level and the serum calcium level. We will also check a vitamin D level and ionized calcium level. The patient was previously noted to have a parathyroid adenoma, however when they did scan they were never able find one.

2. The patient has osteoporosis and she is currently on Fosamax therapy for this. The patient was advised that this could mask primary hyperparathyroidism and we will keep in mind when we review her blood work studies.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, check current lipid panel.
