Mr. Engle is a 54-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type I diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type I diabetes around 2010. He also had a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, L4-L5 disc problem, coronary artery disease, asthma, and osteoarthritis. The patient has been autoimmune diabetes in adulthood. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 8.2%. He is on OmniPod insulin and using NovoLog insulin. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia.

Plan:

1. For his type I diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 8.2%. I have adjusted his OmniPod insulin pump, which contain NovoLog insulin the generic form aspart and adjust his basal weight to 1.75 units per hour this would be a total basal dosage of 42 units basal insulin per day. The patient uses the automated mode on his OmniPod.

2. He uses the Dexcom G6, continuous glucose monitor. We would not able to download this today.

3. The patient started the OmniPod about 10 months ago.

4. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy and check current lipid panel.

6. The patient has latent autoimmune diabetes in adult hood.

7. For his GERD, continue current therapy.

8. For his coronary artery disease, followup with primary care provider.

9. For his arthritis, continue followup with primary care provider.
