This is a 79-year-old gentleman with history of senile degeneration of the brain, dementia, behavioral issues especially at nighttime he has a tendency to become very confused and very combatant. He is currently taking Risperdal 2 mg at bedtime, trazodone 100 mg at bedtime, and Xanax 1.5 mg at bedtime.

He is still having lot of anxiety and lot of issues with anger; he is belligerent to the staff to the point that it is becoming very difficult for him to stay at where he is staying with his caretaker.

He has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependency, which makes his diagnosis of senile degeneration of the brain end-stage.

I am going to start him on Seroquel 50 mg at nighttime and stop the Risperdal. I have a feeling his Seroquel needs to be increased to at least 150 mg to 200 mg for it to be effective, but at this time I am going to start him slow on 50 mg. I explained to the caretaker that the first night he might have issues with sleeping and they might be careful with him getting out of bed and for them to put the side of the bed up because he will be at a high risk of fall, of course. Overall progress remains quite poor. His KPS is 40% because he definitely requires the help of other people to live and continues to deteriorate.
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
