This is a 56-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with COPD, history of stroke, and left-sided weakness. I was asked to evaluate today because of the right knee soreness and right knee pain. He is no longer able to get up. He is complaining of pain and wants to stay in bed all the time.

He has had no recent falls. There is no redness. There are no issues regarding trauma. He is currently taking Seroquel, Vistaril, propranolol, and Effexor as far as his medications are concerned.

Review of the records does not indicate any history of gouty arthritis in the past.

He also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition and tachycardia related to his end-stage COPD. His O2 saturation is holding up around 92% to 94%. His KPS is 40% because he definitely requires the help of others and he is becoming much more tired and staying in bed at least 16-18 hours a day.

The exam of the knee is consistent with gouty arthritis. Gout versus pseudogout is the differential diagnosis. I am going to start him on Medrol Dosepak and Motrin 800 mg t.i.d. Reevaluate in 48 hours; if not improved, we will proceed with an x-ray at his place of residence. Caretaker agrees with the plan.
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
