HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 17-year-old young man, not sexually active, complains of his testicles drawing up when he is lying in bed and he coughs or he takes deep breath.
He has no tenderness. He is not sexually active. He states that he is not masturbating on regular basis at this time.
It is important to mention that there is no pain whatsoever around the testicle and it is just a movement with breathing and coughing that concerns him.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking abuse.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 119 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 111. Blood pressure 135/66.

NECK: Shows no JVD.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: Shows no rash.

GENITAL: Exam of testicles is completely normal. He has no evidence of hernia.
Ultrasound of his testicles was also normal as well.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: I had the patient lie down and had him cough; when he coughs, there is a cremasteric muscle reflex, which draws the left testicle up about 1 to 2 cm. I told him that is totally and completely normal. Again, there is no pain. There is no tenderness. There is no fluid or any other abnormality. He was reassured that he is doing well at this time and not to fuss over the movement of the testicle when he takes deep breath or he coughs.
