PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: High lipid disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He states he drives a 24-wheeler across the country with help from his wife carrying ______ tons.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had recent lab work with triglycerides decreased from over 900 to 250, taking Lopid 600 mg b.i.d.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Hyperlipidemia.

PLAN: Medications refilled. Advised to follow up in three months, probably with repeat lipids in three to six months. Also, recommended an EKG to be done with ultrasound of the heart without physical done for some years.
