The patient presents with pruritic rash for two days.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient has had cough for the past month, initially treated with unknown antibiotic, now with continued slight cough.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Some rhonchi present. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Faint erythematous lesions present on trunk and abdomen.

IMPRESSION: Probable contact dermatitis with residual bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient was given Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak to take two-thirds of normal dose with instructions to follow up with PCP as necessary.
