SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Full range of motion without pain or tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without tenderness and range of motion. She uses a cane for balance with a history of instability. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. 
IMPRESSION: Followup MVA with neck, back and shoulder injury, all cleared, requesting to be released. 

PLAN: Advised to return if any reoccurrence or change in her symptoms over the next few weeks.
