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The patient’s blood sugar is high because he ran out of the strips. The last strip stated that he is kind of high. The patient is becoming a little uncomfortable. Encouraged to call his primary care physician and get his diabetic strips. The patient’s wife is trying. The patient states that he is taking his chlorpromazine. He was taking his Namenda every now and then. Sundowning is happening, but with Zyprexa, he is remaining steady. Support and reassurance is given. Continue his medications. AIMS testing done. We will get his labs done next time. Continue medications. We will follow.
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
