CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 58-year-old male who is referred for disability evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 58-year-old male who stated that he had actually been incarcerated for 16 years. He began having chest pain in November 2022. He noted diffuse chest pain. He was evaluated at John Muir Hospital. He was then given a stent and placed on lifting restrictions following the stent. He stated that he had a second heart attack in 2015 at which time he had been resuscitated. He underwent AICD placement in 2005. He then underwent a change of battery in 2012. He stated that he has some dyspnea when walking. At times, he is able to walk 2 to 3 miles but at times he develops significant dyspnea. He reports that he had a second heart attack during a soccer game.

5. Aspirin 81 mg one daily.

6. Carvedilol 6.25 mg b.i.d.

7. Alendronate 70 mg one q. weekly.

ALLERGIES: PLAVIX.

FAMILY HISTORY: The patient stated that he killed his son during a fit of rage. He is originally from Turkey.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette smoking or drug use. He has very rare alcohol use. As noted, he reports having been jailed for 16 years for second-degree murder.
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The patient describes the tragic loss of his son. He stated that the son was at that time 4 years old. He and his mother were on the beach in Turkey. A truck drove onto the beach and killed the mother. The son then ran towards the beach and survived the accident. The son apparently stayed in Turkey until the age of 12. At that point, he moved to the USA. He and his son had a traumatic and very unfortunate series of arguments. One day, they had been arguing for approximately five hours. During such an argument, his son reportedly told him that “if you want I will __________”. He in a fit of rage then killed his son. He had been incarcerated since that time.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/71, pulse 61, respiratory rate 20, height 68” and weight 194 pounds.

Examination otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is a 58-year-old male with a history of coronary artery disease, history of hypertension, and some memory loss. He is status post AICD. The patient otherwise appears clinically well. He has had a somewhat difficult life. However, the patient otherwise is noted to be physically healthy at this time. Functionally, he is categorized New York Heart Association Class II. He is able to complete most tasks. However, he has significant limitation as related to his social coping skills.
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
