EYE: Left eye upper lid tender nodules present. No fluctuance. No bleeding or discharge. There is localized erythema.

3. Medication refill. (Mr. Chay wants refill of hydroxyzine and Tadalafil which ihe did not receive in his last visit.
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PLAN: His last visit here for routine visit was on 07/08/2024. His medication was refilled as follows:
1. Hydroxyzine 50 mg one p.o. q.h.s. for 90 days #90.
2. Tadalafil 5 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

3. He was given Providex ophthalmic drops 0.3%/0.1%. He will do two drops b.i.d. for 10 days #15 mL.

He was given the opportunities to ask questions, he states he has none.
