The patient was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. This is a 67-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD, increased shortness. She weighs less than 100 pounds, she has lost another 3 or 4 pounds. She has no appetite. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent, uses a nebulizer, has oxygen in place. Her room air O2 sat is 88%. She is short of breath. Her inhaler and nebulizer help her with her breathing. She is also having issues with pain related to neuropathy, but she does not want to take the Neurontin on regular basis because it makes her feel “stupid”.
She states that she has lost all appetite for food and she continues to lose weight. She has slight pedal edema most likely related to both protein-calorie malnutrition as well as pulmonary hypertension and right-sided heart failure.

The patient continues to deteriorate as far as her COPD is concerned and is expected to do poorly, continues to be hospice appropriate, of course.
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
